3. Have been affected by domestic violence and be actively working to break the chain of
violence.
4. Applications must be received in the Foundation office by 4 pm May 24" of any year. If May
24th is a weekend day, the deadline is extended to the following Tuesday. Late applications
cannot be considered.

The scholarship is awarded on the understanding that the funds will be used to cover the cost of
enrolment in an educational programme or the materials required to complete academic
upgrading.

Application Process:

1. All applicants are required to complete the scholarship application form and include all the
required documents as listed.
